Foreign international scientific edition is scientific edition having ISSN or ISBN and published outside Lithuania by internationally recognized publishing house (i.e. publishing house, continually publishing scientific (cultural, professional) editions containing publications of authors from several countries, internationally distributing its editions and having webpage giving enough information on the house and its international recognition); 
     5. know well the Constitution of the Republic of Lithuania, laws of the Republic of Lithuania, resolutions of the Government of the Republic of Lithuania, legislation of the European Union and other legal acts in relation to the activities of the Institute; 

     6. know well the legislation of the Republic of Lithuania and the European Union which desribes and defines the research an higher education policy and strategy;

     7. know the principles of governance of the Institute as well as the application of management techniques in his/her work;

     8. know the specificity and the prospects of the key directions of carrying out research of the Institute;

     9. be familiar with the institutional system of administration of the structural support of the European Union;
